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GENERAL OVERVIEW

Executive Summary

At the time of this writing, the County of Fresno has not yet allocated or expended the State and
Local Fiscal Recovery funds associated with this report. The Interim Final Rule released by the
Treasury Department in May 2021 has not been finalized and although the County is actively
considering proposals, the County has not yet officially allocated any proposed use of funds, so
this report simply reflects a high-level outline of the County’s intended approach to utilize the
funding associated with this annual report. However, the total cost of proposals received by the
County exceed the total direct allocation. Additionally, the recent rise in COVID-19 cases,
hospitalizations and COVID-19 positive cases in ICU combined with recent State mandates
regarding vaccinations and mandatory weekly testing in certain settings will require efficient use
of Recovery Act funding.

The County has developed an American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA) website which
includes information on ARPA and the County’s priorities and guiding principles. The website
also includes a dedicated ARPA email address that provides the public the ability to submit
questions or comments related to the use of ARPA funding by the County. This initial Recovery
Plan Performance Report will be posted on the website by August 31, 2021. The main County of

Act of 2021

The American Rescue Plan (ARP) is a federal stimulus plan approved by the Congress of the United States and President Biden that
provides 5350 billion of stimulus funding to State and Local Governments out of the $1.9 trillion-dollar bill. The share expected to be
received by Fresno County is approximately $194 million.

Eligible Uses for ARP Funds:
1. Support public health expenditures, by, for example, funding COVID-19 mitigation efforts, medical expenses, behavioral healthcare,

and certain public health and safety staff

2. Address negative economic impacts caused by the public health emergency, including economic harm to workers, households, small
businesses, impacted industries, and the public sector

3 Replace lost public sector revenue, using this funding to provide government services to the extent of the reduction in revenue
experienced due to the pandemic

4. Provide premium pay for essential workers, offering additional support to those who have and will bear the greatest health risks
because of their service in critical infrastructure sectors

5. Invest in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure, making necessary investments to improve aceess to clean drinking water,
support vital wastewater and stormwater infrastructure, and to expand access to broadband intemet

In addition to counties receiving funds from the American Rescue Plan, states, cities, tribes, and school districts will also be granted funds.

) Principles for use of Funding
« One-Time Funding - there is no expectation that these funds will recur in the future and they
shall be treated as one time rather than to fund on-going commitments

+ Nexus to Pandemic and Recovery - to comply with the restrictions on funding, a nexus to the
Pubic Records Request pandemic should be clearly demonstrated. That may be:

o Pre-existing gaps - Circumstances that existed prior to the pandemic but the impacts or
negative outcomes are exacerbated by the pandemic.

o Direct Impacts — Things that are necessary to respend to the present and immediate
impacts associated with the pandemic. This may be characterized as disaster response.

o Recovery - Items that improve or accelerate the recovery from COVID-19 for the County and
its citizens or better prepare the County against future disasters

« Needs Based/Data Informed - project or programs funding requests should contain &
demonstrated need and available data must be provided to properly align the funding with the
need.

+ Maximize Opportunity ~The County should partner to the extent possible (with Cities, State, or
other agencies) to create or support broader regional programs to stretch the impact of County
funding

+ Avoid Duplication - Significant disaster funding has been approved at the State and Federal
Level. The County should not duplicate funding unless the need shows current funding is
inadequate to meet that need

« Prioritize Transformational Projects — The County should prioritize projects or programs that
may be transformational in selving challenges or improving its ability to serve constituents.

Uses of Funds
The County of Fresno intends to invest ARPA funds in the following areas:

- On-going support of the COVID-19 response efforts, including investments in testing,
education, and vaccinations

- Community Wellness, including investments in parks, community centers, expanded
library internet access, and community-based non-profits

- Homelessness, including investing in effective programs and housing that mitigate the
ever-challenging needs of homelessness within Fresno County

- Water/Wastewater, including investments in the water and wastewater infrastructure
within disadvantaged or low-income communities throughout Fresno County

- Operational Improvements, including investments to County facilities, technologies,
staffing, broadband to ensure governmental services continue to be provided during the
existing and potentially future pandemics
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Promoting Equitable Outcomes

The County of Fresno intends to require all proposals to detail and define how the proposals will
promote equity in underserved, marginalized, adversely affected groups served by the proposal.
Many proposals received and being considered promote equitable outcomes.

Community Engagement

The County of Fresno has developed an ARPA website and intends to solicit written and oral
input from constituents, CBOs, and communities, through the website and social media
marketing. The website is transcribable in over 100 languages.

Labor Practices

The County of Fresno will utilize customary procurement practices for all projects initiated
directly by the County. All projects bid by the County of Fresno require that State of California
prevailing wage requirements are followed. All contracts awarded are reported to the State
Department of Industrial Relations, and all payrolls are submitted to and monitored by the
Department of Public Works and Planning’s Labor Compliance Officer. The Labor Compliance
Officer conducts regular interviews with contractor and subcontractor staff during

construction. The County also operates a state-approved Labor Compliance Program for any
projects whose funding specifically requires it.

In addition, the County of Fresno has a program, through the Department of Social Services,
that is committed to increasing the availability of employment and training opportunities to
current or former “Welfare-to-Work” participants in the CalWORKSs program. All projects (with
the exception of those with Federal Disadvantaged Business Enterprise goals) require that the
Contractor and each subcontractor use their best efforts to ensure that thirty-three percent
(33%) of apprentice hours are performed by qualified participants in state approved
apprenticeship programs who are the aforementioned current or former CalWORKSs recipients.

The County does not have any Project-Labor, Community Benefits Agreements, or local hiring
preferences.
