Mark your vote by filling in the oval for your selections on your Official Ballot only.
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INSTRUCTIONS TO VOTERS:

1. To vote on the recall question, mark the oval @ to the left of the word “YES” or “NO”.
2. To vote for a candidate whose name appears on the ballot, mark the oval @ next to the candidate’s name.
3. To vote for a qualified person whose name is not on the ballot, completely darken the oval @ AND write in
the qualified name on the write-in line for that race.
4. To vote you must completely darken the oval @ next to your choice. You must use a black or blue pen.
5. If you make a mistake, contact the Elections Office at (559) 600-8683 or ask the election worker at a
Vote Center.
