Nature of Operation of Existing Temple

Thien An Buddhist Temple and Cultural Center of Fresno is a non-profit religious
organization. This facility is used for worship services and religious activities such as prayer and
meditation.

No liquid or solid waste will be produced in this
new facility. There will not be water usage in this new workshop, but the current temple uses
approximately 30-40 gallons of water. There will be no proposed advertising. The existing
temple will remain in use as described above. The proposed building will be used as an extra
space for temple related activities. No outdoor lighting or amplication system will be added. All
fencing is exisiting, will remain in use, and no more fencing or landscaping will be added.
